· The reappraisal for 2025 has started.
· A new tax law 11.43 H-1 states “The chief appraiser of an appraisal district shall develop a program for the periodic review of each residence homestead exemption granted by the district under Section 11.13 (Residence Homestead) to confirm that the recipient of the exemption still qualifies for the exemption. The program must require the chief appraiser to review each residence homestead exemption at least once every five tax years. The program may provide for the review to take place in phases, with a portion of the exemptions reviewed in each tax year.” Mr. Garcia has developed a program for Duval County Appraisal District, and it will be started immediately.
